G:'n::-wing up in the Midwest the third oldest of twelve children ar an early age Par developed the nurunng skills thar have
led to her lifelong passion for dealing with people, especially yvoung people.
Having a grandfather who was a standeurt out quarterback at Moorhead State University and high school teacher coach and athletic
director in Internarional Falls, MIN, Pat had an early éxposure to sports and to their positive impact on this country’s youth,

While tr.u’n:rE'mg the country in a scries Dt’-::n:rpnmti: ij transfers Par managed to stay true to her p*a*ssim], children and spﬂni.lu hile
raising three children; sons Luke, Isaac and daughter Kendra and obtaining a master'’s degree in criminal justice, Pat began coaching
her children’s soccer teams as soon as they were able to join organized sports. While doing so she was president of their elementary
school PTA, sat on the board of the local soccer league and also played soccer. Always invelved always trying to improve.

The families move to Clayton in 1988 brought a new set of challenges and opportunities involving both her love of children and her
love of sports. She received the first of her Teaching credentials in 1991, received subsequent credentials in Special Education and

a Learning Handicap credential along with her Certified Athletic Administrator designation. The theme of students and athletics
continued to grow.

After teaching ar Parkside Elementary and El Dorado Middle School, she joined the teaching staff at Clayton Valley High School

in 2002, By then she was already :h::Fh entrenched in the soccer coaching world, serving on the board of the Mt Diablo Soccer
Association and the CVHS JV soccer coach. She went on to become the head varsity soccer coach in 2003 and developed on of the
strongest girl's high school soccer programs in the North Coast District. She was also appointed the CVHS athletic director in 2003 of
which she managed 24 sports and 63 teams, along with her duties as head varsity soccer coach and Special Education instructor at the

school.

some of the projects involving CVHS athletics led by Pat include, the creation of Gonsalves Stadium. In 2004 it was the first artificial
turf stadivm in the Mt Diablo Unified School Districe. Pat's vision along with the generosity of the Gonsalves Family and many others
lead to the first joint project driven by private funding and managed by volunteers in MISU history. The construction of that st cadium
served as a model for other MDSU 5;34;:111.5(.1[4_--;3 stadiums that we see I-Dd:]_'!. Without Pat’s vision and passion that stadium would not

have been built.

In the midst of the "Great Recession” in 2008 MD5U decided they could no longer afford to fund high school sports in the distrier. Par
and a group of dedicated velunteers from other district schools founded the United Mt Diablo Athletic Foundation (UMDAF) to save
high scheol sports in the district. With Par acting as president of that organization a series of fundraisers, and the annual 6 high school
5K Race were able to not only secure the future of high school sports at MDUSD but watch them flourish.

Pat’s contributions to CVHS have earned her numerous awards: 20010/2011/2014 CVHS staff member of the yvear award, 2010 City of
Concerd Mayors Community Service Award, 2008 MDUSD Coach of the Year award, 2008 CVHS Ray Schultz Award and the 2004
CA Senator Tom Torlakson Recognition Award, and now the CVHS Hall of Fame Award, the schools highest honor.

Since leaving Clayton Valley, Pat’s passion for students, those less fortunate, and sports has not diminished. She was one of the leads
in developing the MDES Playfield Project just recently completed. Par served as one of the leads in Relay for Life for the American
Cancer Sociery, was captain for Team Anu, helped bring back the Clayten Round Up, became a Neighborhood Watch Coordinator,
and 15 on the I.r.':di:ﬁhip team for the '[:]ﬂ].'tnn f.'-:m1munit‘_l; Wide Emi:rgn: ncy Merwark.
